Free Rent !!On August 8, 2005 President George W. Bush 
signed the Energy Policy Act of 2005.  This 
Act changed the time change dates for Daylight 
Savings Time (DST) in the U.S.  Beginning in 
2007, DST will begin on the second Sunday of 
March and end the first Sunday of November.  
Before going to bed on Saturday, March 10th, turn 
your clocks forward one hour. This is an ideal time 
to change the batteries in smoke detectors and 
flashlights.

Water and Sewer Rate Increases

New water and sewer rates are effective March 1, 2007 
and are reflected on the March 1st rent statements. 
The average bill has increased about $ 10. We regret 
the necessity of passing these increases from Padre 
Dam Water District forward to the residents of the 
park. Read your water meter periodically to detect 
leaks or plumbing problems.

Plumbing

Before you or your plumber shuts off the water to 
your home at the park owned water meter, please 
notify the office. Notification is not necessary during 
emergency conditions. It is advisable to have a shut 
off valve installed between the water meter  and your 
home before  beginning remodel projects that involve 
extensive plumbing changes.
