Pets

The answering service will make the decision who 
to call if assistance is needed whenever the office is 
closed.

Clean -up

Please take a look at the plants and trees along the 
front of your home. All plants need to be trimmed 
back to the gutter and branches on trees need to be 
high enough for the mail man to easily and safely 
access the mailbox. 
Trim back tree branches that are rubbing against your 
neighbor's home.
Litter and leaves that have accumulated at driveway 
ramps need to be picked up.
